You are cordially invited to submit works by students grades Kindergarten through 12 to be displayed in our Regional Student Art Show: RSAE 2010: A Place to begin. You may choose either of our locations, the Portland Center in Portland, Indiana, or the Collective Center in St. Marys, Ohio. The exhibit will take place in March 4-May 1, 2010. Arts Place proudly serves West Central Ohio and East Central Indiana with support from the Ohio Arts Council and the Indiana Art Commission.
We are asking visual arts teachers throughout our region to participate and select up to seven pieces of student work for submission. (If you work at more than one school, this is the number of pieces per school.) The number of works displayed per school will depend upon the number of schools participating. In an effort to underscore for the public the valuable instruction students receive from their art teachers, we will be including information about instructional objectives on the signage accompanying each piece of artwork.

Works will be displayed in our gallery. Works must be mounted on construction paper or tagboard. A border “framing” the piece helps the student work stand out. Ceramic pieces and sculptures will be displayed on pedestals throughout the gallery. Art teachers are also invited to submit a piece of their own work to include in the show.

All artwork must be received at Arts Place between February 23 and February 25th. The Collective Center hours are Mondays through Thursday, 1-8pm. The Portland Center Hours are Monday through Friday 10am- 9pm and Saturdays 2-5pm. If you cannot make it to either center during hours of operation, an appointment can be made for other times. Please attach a label from the included label sheet to each piece.  This information will be used to create uniform gallery labels. Work will not be accepted after February 25th. Work may be picked up by teachers on May 3rd or 4th during regular business hours. Work not picked up or arranged for will become the property of Arts Place, Inc.
Receptions for the children and their families and teachers will be held at each center. The Collective Center in St. Marys will host their reception on March 5, 2010 from 3-6pm and the Portland Center will host their reception on March 4 from 3-6pm.  We look forward to working with you and showcasing the important role the visual arts (and the teachers of the visual arts) play in the lives of our students!
